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Study Abroad

Each year approximately 280 Samford
students participate in more than

50 international study programs.
International educational options for
Samford students include both Samford
sponsored and affiliate programs in
partnership with selected university
partners in cities like Rome, Italy; San
Jose, Costa Rica; Paris, France; Hong Kong;
and Jerusalem, Israel. Students can study
abroad for May Term, a summer term or a
full semester.

Orff Schulwerk

Each summer, Samford's music education
area hosts Orff Schulwerk Level Training
on campus. Guest clinicians come to
Samford for two weeks in June to share
the Orff Schulwerk methodology. In Orff
Schulwerk classrooms, children begin with
what they do instinctively: play! Imitation,
experimentation and personal expression
occur naturally as students become
confident, lifelong musicians and creative
problem solvers. The Orff approach to
teaching is a model for optimal learning in
21st century classrooms.

Animate

Animate is the Center for Worship and the
Arts’ original summer program in worship
leadership for teenagers and their adult
mentors on Samford’s campus.

Academy Camps

Samford's Academy of the Arts offers a
variety of art and music camps during June
and July. Bulldog Art Camp is for students
who have completed grades 1-5, and Art
Studio for Teens is for students who have
finished grades 6-8. Music camps include
Adventures in Music for students who
have completed grades 1-12, and Strings
Camp for students who have completed
grades 3-8.
